Instructions and an important point to keep in mind:

Some words e.g. “park” or “cinema” are not necessarily the vocabulary a person would
use when speaking, but are words that we might see written on advertising, billboards,
product names, company names, etc. where katakana variations can be found. We do this
in English too.

e.g. I'm going to the movie theater. (BREEE eigakan) I'm going to see x-men. Where?
It's playing at Big Cinema (3% <) in Osaka.

I'm going to the park (kouen) & for a picnic this weekend. vs.
Let's go to Big Skate Park (pa-ku) /x— 7 to do some skateboarding.

| mention this so you don't get hung up on if a word is THE word that is used in
conversation. The goal here is just to have a lot of katakana reading practice in one place.
How | would use this document...

After completing the 2 Hour Katakana video series, | suggest reading up to four sections
of this document a day over a weeks time. There are twenty sections in all.

Read one or two sections earlier in the day, then another one or two later in the day. Go
through the document from start to finish within a week, then back to start again. Repeat
this process until you feel your katakana reading skills are solid. There is a lot of common
vocabulary here too, so there is no harm in doing it as much as you'd like.

Only look at the English list to confirm, or if you give up on a particular word. Don't look at
the English words before reading the Katakana words. (scroll the document to hide the
English lists)

Each word in a category will be related to the category, thus the topic is also a hint.

That's it. Go to Section 1 below and happy katakana-ing!
